iPhone off ering digital siddur
NEW YORK (JTA) — A new digital 
prayer book is available for Apple’s 
popular iPhone.

The siddur, created by the In-
ternet company RustyBrick, offers 
prayer texts in several versions as 
well as a feature to determine ap-
propriate prayer times based on 
location. A built-in database helps 
users locate the nearest minyan.

Downloadable through the 
iTunes application, the siddur costs 
$9.99.

Obama backer nominated to 
chair Conference of Presidents
WASHINGTON (JTA) — A nomi-
nating committee proposed a con-
fi dante to Barack Obama as the 
next chairman of the foreign policy 
umbrella for U.S. Jewish groups.

“We had an unusual group of 
outstanding candidates, each with 
unique capabilities and qualities,” 
said James Tisch, a past chairman of 
the Conference of Presidents of Ma-
jor American Jewish Organizations 
who chaired the nominating com-
mittee. “The Nominating Commit-
tee faced a daunting task and unan-
imously recommended Alan Solow, 
who has been involved for decades 
in Jewish communal affairs.”

The nomination goes to the 
full conference, made up of more 
than 50 national Jewish groups, 
next month. At least four national 
Jewish leaders besides Solow were 
nominated for the position.

Solow, a Chicago-area bank-
ruptcy lawyer and philanthropist 
who chairs the Jewish Community 
Centers Association, has backed 
President-elect Obama since 1996.

Solow’s selection would help 
heal what some call a rift between 
Obama’s team and the Presidents 
Conference. Relations were never 
smooth, partly because the confer-
ence all but embraced Bush’s deci-
sion to go to war in Iraq.

Matters worsened at several 
points, notably when Malcolm 
Hoenlein, executive vice-chairman 
of the Presidents Conference, was 
quoted as worrying that Obama’s 
supporters might want to see the 
United States adopt less pro-Israel 
positions. Hoenlein insisted he was 
misquoted.

Tensions also surfaced in Sep-
tember, when the Presidents Con-
ference invited Republican vice-
presidential candidate Sarah Palin 
to a rally protesting Iranian Presi-
dent Mahmoud Ahmadinejad’s 
speech to the United Nations.
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
